GETTING TO KNOW YOU
GEORG ALBERT THAMM

Georg Thamm, who is a longtime resident of Somerset West, is
well known to many people connected with the Helderberg Society
for the Aged.

Wherever he goes someone reminds him that she or he once
worked at what was formerly known as Chris Heunis Home where
Georg’'s wife was cared for after she suffered a massive stroke in
her late 50’s that left her paralysed and speechless for a number of
/ years until her death in 1996.

Georg is always remembered for his daily visits and the care he showed his wife.

Georg is also well known to many who walk their dogs in Radloff Park where he used to walk
his beloved dachshunds, Fritzie, Nina and Emily.

Georg was born on September 16,1924 in the town of Allenstein in what was then Prussia
and is known now as Olsztyn, located in the northeast part of Poland, on the Lyna River.

He was a member of the German airforce during World War 2 and part of a technical team
that was sent in to retrieve the instruments from aircraft that had been downed. He was later
captured and taken as Prisoner of War in England.

After his release he met his wife, Barbara, and they immigrated, with their son and daughter,
to South Africa in 1963.

Georg worked as a toolmaker and machinist for various companies in Pretoria, including
Chrysler and Datsun before relocating to Cape Town in the 1980’s to work at the newly
established Atlantis Diesel Engines factory.

After Barbara had her stroke, Georg retired early and opted to look after her. They both
moved to Somerset West in the late 1980’s. He lived in his own house in Dennewoud until
around Septemeber last year when his health took a turn for the worse.

His son, Albert and and his grandson Alex, currently live in Australia.

His daughter, Marianne lives in Cape Town with Georg’s granddaughters Layla and Kenya
who love him very much.

Georg has a great sense of humour, enjoys British comedy, watching Grad Prix racing and
football. He thinks cricket is “organised loafing” and that rugby is a bit too rough for his liking.

Most of all, Georg is a serious dog lover and really misses not having an animal around him.
His dof Suzi, currently lives with Marianne, she brings her to see him as often as she can.
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
